Sidewalk project: Chief Ries stated that the borough is working with PennDOT on the project. He said that he does not see it beginning during the 2010 calendar year, adding that $40,000 had been set aside in the 2011 budget for the project and that borough government had begun applying for grants for the project. 
Santa: Dr. Downie said that she had been in contact with members of the music department who had confirmed their entertainment for the event. Acting President Huya said that she would contact Jean Evans Thompson about hot chocolate donation and that she would look for a sound system. Chief Ries said that the borough had begun stringing the lights in downtown Albion. 
Holiday Lighting Contest: Amber Wellington-Till said that she would begin running the entry form for the Holiday Lighting Contest in the next issue of The Albion News.
